DIRECTIONS TO MICHIGANIA : 
  1. Follow I-75 north to Gaylord (exit 282). 
 2. Take M-32 west from Gaylord to US-131. 
 3. Turn right onto US-131 and follow it to Boyne Falls. 
 4. Turn left onto M-75 and follow it to Boyne City. 
 5. When you reach Boyne City, go through town to the second stoplight. 
  (Lake Charlevoix will be straight ahead.) 
 6. Turn right onto Lake Street and follow it around Lake Charlevoix.  Lake Street curves left 

and becomes W. Michigan Street as you continue around the lake.  As you leave town, W. 
Michigan Street curves to the right and becomes Charlevoix Road and Boyne City – 
Charlevoix Road. 

 7. Follow Charlevoix Road to Sumner Road.  (The distance from Boyne City to Sumner Road is 
approximately 4 miles.) 

 8. Turn right onto Sumner Road and follow it to the flashing light (approximately 1/2 mile).  
There is no Michigania sign at this intersection! 

 9. Turn left onto Camp Daggett Road and follow it approximately 1 mile to Camp Sherwood 
Road.  (Camp Sherwood Road is the first road on the right, just past the crest of a very high 
hill.) 

10. Turn right onto Camp Sherwood Road and follow it approximately 1 mile.  You will see the 
Michigania entrance on the right. 

11. Follow the dirt road and soon you will see the breathtaking sight of Walloon Lake on the 
horizon.  Follow the block-M signs to the Alumnae Council Education Center for check-in. 

 
If you are traveling north on US-31: 
  Follow US-31 north through Charlevoix (toward Petoskey) to Camp Daggett Road and turn 

right.  Follow Camp Daggett Road approximately 4 1/2 miles to Camp Sherwood Road and 
turn left, and follow it approximately 1 mile.  You will see the Michigania entrance on the 
right. 

 
If you are coming from the north: 
  Follow US-31 south out of Petoskey 4 1/2 miles (toward Charlevoix).  Turn left onto Camp 

Daggett Road.  Follow it approximately 4 1/2 miles to Camp Sherwood Road and turn left, 
and follow it approximately 1 mile.  You will see the Michigania entrance on the right. 

HAVE A SAFE JOURNEY!  
 

CHECK-IN TIME  
Check-in time at Michigania is 3 PM to 5 PM Saturday.  We are set up during that time 
specifically for the registration process.  Please schedule your arrival accordingly, as we are not 
able to check in campers prior to 3:00 PM.  Campers bringing private boats are able to unload 
their boat beginning at 2:00 PM, prior to checking in at the Education Center.  Travel time from 
Ann Arbor to Michigania is approximately four and one-half hours.  Please come right to the 
Education Center when you arrive. 



 



PACKING FOR MICHIGANIA  
 
Clothing:  
Informality is the key at Michigania.  Be sure to bring clothes for: 
 •swimming •horseback riding (including closed-toe shoes) 
 •hiking  •tennis, etc. 
Bring both heavy and lightweight clothing as Michigan weather cannot always be accurately 
forecast.  Rain gear could come in handy (though we hope not!). 
 
Recreational Equipment: 
Michigania has a good supply of equipment for all activities offered.  However, you may prefer 
to bring your own sports equipment, including: 

•tennis racket      
•ball glove  

•golf clubs     
•fishing pole 

•riding helmet   

Michigania maintains a fleet of approximately 50 sailboats, canoes, kayaks, and rowboats for 
your use.  You are welcome to bring your own vessel.  Launching and mooring facilities are 
available at camp or nearby depending on the size of your boat.  Boat registration and fishing 
licenses are required.  Bait is not available at Michigania but is sold at nearby shops. 
 
Only .22 caliber rifles and 12 and 20 gauge shotguns are permitted at Michigania.  All handguns 
and firearms of different caliber are prohibited.  Campers who bring their own .22 caliber 
rifles and/or 12 and 20 gauge shotguns are required to check their firearms and 
ammunition at the office upon arrival at Michigania.  The guns and ammunition are kept in 
the riflery area and are available for use during regularly scheduled periods.  Absolutely all 
semi-automatic firearms are prohibited.  
 
Highchairs, Cribs, Strollers, and Playpens: 
Highchairs are available for use in the dining hall.  Cribs are provided at no cost and are 
available upon request.  The nurseries are equipped with playpens and cribs, but you are 
encouraged to bring a playpen for use at the beach or in your cabin.  We encourage you to bring 
a stroller with wide tires (baby joggers) for traveling around Camp.  There is a limited supply of 
strollers available for use when the nurseries are closed. 
 
Medication: 
Remember to bring medication that you may need during your  visit.  There are several 
pharmacies in Boyne City and  Petoskey in case additional  prescriptions  are necessary.  
Refrigerators are available in the Education Center and the Nursery to store medications that 
must be kept cool. 
 
Towels: 
Michigania does not provide towels and washcloths. 



HELPFUL HINTS:  
•Pack clothes in laundry baskets.  Unpack when you arrive, then use empty laundry baskets 

for dirty clothes. 
•Bring extra shoes for the kids for those muddy days! 
•Bring a marker to highlight the activities on the schedule you're interested in. 
•Bring two coolers - a large one for the cabin and a smaller one to transport ice from the ice 

machines to your cabin. 
•Paper/plastic cups and a roll of paper towels always come in handy! 
•Backpacks for the kids make carrying towels, etc. a lot easier! 
•Pack a nightlight. 
•Horseback riders may want to bring an extra pair of jeans, and shoes or boots with heels. 
•Folding lawn chairs make those days at the beach a bit more comfortable!   
•Michigania rents linen, and this year we will continue to provide fitted sheets! 
•Label everything!  Bring a marker to label items purchased at the Camp store. 
•Bring return address labels for raffle tickets so you don’t have to fill out each ticket. 
•CAMP TIME  – please note that for the 1st 6 weeks of camp, we switch to “camp time” at 

bedtime on Saturday evening.  This means we ask everyone to set their watches / clocks 
back 1 hour, so it appears to get darker 1 hour earlier (And the kids are more likely to go 
to sleep!).  We’ll change back to real-world time at bedtime Friday. 

 
MEALS:  

The Camp bell, located atop the Dining Hall, rings three times each day to announce the opening 
of the cafeteria line.  Meals are served (Camp Time) as follows: 
   Breakfast   7:45 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. 
   Lunch  12:00 noon - 1:15 p.m. 
   Dinner  5:30 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. 
 
NEW in ’07: KIDS CORNER. At lunch and dinner, the northeast corner of the dining room will 
house a special area with food just for kids! 
 
We would appreciate parents and children going through the cafeteria line together so that 
parents can help children take only what they will eat. We also ask that campers return their trays 
to the designated area following each meal.  Please do not remove eating utensils from the 
Dining Hall.  Disposable cups are available if you wish to take beverages with you following a 
meal.  If you have special dietary needs, please see the kitchen staff as soon as possible after 
your arrival at Michigania and they will make arrangements to accommodate your needs.  Camp 
Michigania’s food service is contracted with Kandle Dining Services. 
 
Coffee is available in the Education Center Sunday through Friday, 7:30 a.m. - 11:00 p.m. 
(Camp Time), and in the Dining Hall from breakfast until after dinner. 
 
Guest Meal Tickets: 
Friends who visit you at Michigania are welcome to dine with you.  You can either pay for your 
guest meals in advance at the camp store or pay when the store is open after the meal.  Breakfast 
and lunch is $5.00 each per person, dinner is $7.50.   



POLICIES AT MICHIGANIA  
 
Alcohol and Drug Policy:  
Michigania's policy with regard to alcohol and drugs is consistent with state law.  In Michigan, 
the legal age for the purchase, distribution, and consumption of all alcoholic beverages is 21.  
Those who violate the law will be held legally responsible for their actions and required to 
forego the balance of their week at Michigania.  In addition, future attendance at Michigania may 
be denied.  Those campers of age who choose to consume alcoholic beverages while at 
Michigania must only do so with proper and lawful regard for the rights and safety of others.  It 
is the responsibility of those who have alcoholic beverages at Michigania to make certain they 
are not available to minors at any time.  This includes the responsibility of making certain that all 
alcoholic beverages are stored securely inside their cabin unit (not in common rooms, on front 
porches, or in other areas where they may be within reach of irresponsible hands).    
 
Use, possession, or distribution of illegal drugs is strictly prohibited.  Those who violate the law 
will be held legally responsible for their actions and required to forego the balance of their week 
at Michigania.  In addition, future attendance at Michigania may be denied.      
 
Trash and Recycling:   
It is the responsibility of all who enjoy Michigania’s facility to help maintain its beauty.  Please 
insure that your trash is placed in proper receptacles in your cabin and throughout camp.  Help us 
by picking up any litter you may see.  Take advantage of the can, bottle, and newspaper 
recycling bins located in North and South Camp and in the Dining Hall. 
 
Automobiles: 
To ensure the safety of all campers, and enhance the "Camp" atmosphere, use of vehicles in 
Camp is severely restricted.  After unloading belongings at their cabins, campers should park 
their car in one of Michigania's parking lots.  Unless authorized by the Director of Michigania, 
cars should not be driven in cabin and program areas again until the end of the week.  Campers 
who leave Michigania during the week should walk to and from the parking lots.  Carts will be 
provided at each parking lot to aid those who need to transport items between their cabin and 
their car during the week. 
 
Bicycles: 
Bicycles may be ridden only in designated areas at specified times.  These include the Camp 
road, west of the North Camp parking area, and mornings only on the South Camp trails.  
Campers are requested to walk their bicycles to and from their cabins.  Please ride slowly and 
use extreme caution at all times! 
 
Courtesy for Others: 
Respect for the rights of others is essential if everyone is to enjoy the Camp Michigania 
experience.  We remind you that sound carries at Michigania (more than you may realize) and 
that many children and adults attempt to sleep early in the evening.  If you are being disturbed, 
we encourage you to make your concern known to those causing the noise.  We expect that an 
appeal for quiet will generate a positive, cooperative response.   



Electronic Devices: 
We encourage all campers to take advantage of the unique natural environment at Michigania as 
well as the opportunity to interact with other Michigan alumni.  Therefore, we ask your 
discretion with electronic devices (such as ipods, gameboys and cellphones).  Electronic devices 
should not be used during morning kids activities or during workshops. 
 
Smoking:  
Because of the serious dangers associated with fire, we ask all campers to be especially careful 
with matches, cigarettes and other flammable materials.  SMOKING IS PROHIBITED except 
for in designated areas. Those areas are the hill to the west of the Education Center and the 
Staff parking lot to the west of the dumpsters. 
 
No Glass Bottles, Please! 
Due to the hazards associated with broken glass, we request that all beverages brought to 
Michigania be in recyclable aluminum cans or plastic bottles. 
 
Pets 
Some of our best friends walk on all fours, but we simply don't have accommodations for them 
at Michigania.  Please leave your pets at home with a friend, or at one of our local kennels. 
 
Valuables: 
Campers wishing to do so may check valuables at the Michigania office for safekeeping.  Items 
in the safe can be reclaimed any time during regular office hours. 
 

 
YOUR CAMP ACCOUNT  

Program Area Charges:   
Additional charges for materials and other expenses are assessed in the 
following program areas:   
 •Horseback riding   •Riflery 
 •Arts & Crafts         •Ceramics 
These charges apply to the scheduled morning classes for children as well as adults.  Exact 
amounts for the above-mentioned materials/activities will be posted at Michigania.  Charges 
incurred in the above mentioned program areas are added to your Michigania account and are 
payable Friday night. There are also charges for art projects in Nature and the Lake Swim at 
swimming. 
 
 
Store Charges:   
Items purchased in the store may be paid for by check or charged to your account.  Cash will 
only be accepted in denominations of $20 or smaller.  No larger bills can be accepted.  
Charges may be made through the 2:00pm on Friday.  Purchases made Friday evening or 
Saturday morning must be made with cash or check.   
 



Payment of Charges:   
Program area and store charges are payable Friday from 5:30 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. on the Dining 
Hall deck.  If you are unable to settle your account during that time, please make alternative 
arrangements at the office.  Michigania accepts cash, checks and credit cards (Visa / MC 
only) for program areas, store expenses, bedding, golf carts and raffle tickets).  Records of 
charges from each area will be available for you to review.  We ask that you keep in mind that all 
families are expected to pay their charges between 5:30 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. Friday.   
 
Guest Charges:  If you have friends or relatives with you, their charges will be included with 
yours unless you make other arrangements at the office at the beginning of the week.  If you 
have questions concerning your account during the week, please check at the office. 
 

SAFETY AT MICHIGANIA 
There is a sense of security and well-being at Michigania.  Camp provides many opportunities 
for personal growth and development.  Children in particular are often given more freedom and 
less supervision than usual.  While we all would like the Camp environment to be worry-free, the 
fact of the matter is that there are risks present.  Children must not be left unsupervised, for 
instance, to play on the docks or in the water when the boating and swimming areas are closed, 
or left unattended to visit the riding stable and venture into the horse stalls.  These are but two 
examples of activities (both in violation of Camp rules) with potentially serious consequences.  
It is the responsibility of parents and guardians of minors to supervise the children under 
these and similar circumstances and times.  Everyone, and in particular adults attending with 
children, should be cognizant of and obey Camp rules (provided in each cabin unit and available 
at the Michigania office) and use common sense to avoid potential hazards.  Parental/adult 
supervision of children is needed at Michigania, just as much, if not more than it is at home. 
 
First Aid:  
The Michigania infirmary is located on the lower level of the Education Center and is staffed by 
a registered nurse during posted hours.  In case of a medical emergency during the day, report to 
any on-duty staff person and the nurse will be summoned.  In case of an emergency during the 
night, you may choose to go directly to Northern Michigan Hospital's emergency room, or to 
Quick Care (both are located in Petoskey, approximately fifteen minutes from Michigania     
directions to both facilities are in your cabin booklet) or you may alert either the director or the 
assistant director.  In order to help minimize the potential for accidents please obey Michigania's 
safety rules, which have been established for your safety and well-being.   
 



In case of FIRE: 
Pressurized water fire extinguishers are located on the porch of each cabin.  They may be used to 
extinguish wastebasket-size fires.   
In the event of a larger fire:  
 (1) MAKE CERTAIN ALL PERSONS ARE SAFE  

(2) IMMEDIATELY notify a staff member and emergency assistance will be 
summoned. 

Because of the serious dangers resulting from any fire, we ask everyone to be especially careful 
with matches, cigarettes, and other flammable materials.  Please alert the office of any 
discharged extinguishers.  Discharging a fire extinguisher in other than an emergency situation 
can be very dangerous and is illegal. 
 
SMOKING IS PROHIBITED EXCEPT WITHIN DESIGNATED AREAS. 
 
 
 

BABYSITTING OPTIONS 
 
1.  Babysitting Patrol:   

For your convenience, a babysitting patrol is offered 
 Sunday through Friday, 9:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. 

Two staff members in North Camp and two in South Camp circulate in the cabin areas, 
checking each cabin every 15-20 minutes until the parents return.     
To be included on the patrol route: 
·  You must sign up each day, no later than 8:30 p.m. (in Dining Hall center lounge)  
·  All children must be at least five years old 
·  You must be attending the IN-CAMP activity.  
A fee of $3.00/hour/family is charged and should be paid in cash to the staff members each 
evening when you return to your cabin.   

 
2.  Private Babysitting:  Adults must arrange to have a private babysitter if they: 

·  have children less than five years old and/or 
·  wish to leave Michigania. 
We suggest you make arrangements with a staff member early in the week.  Hours and wages 
should be worked out in advance with your sitter. 

 
OTHER DETAILS 

 
Golf Carts 
A limited number of golf carts are available for campers who have difficulty walking.  If you or 
a family member would like to reserve a golf cart, please contact the Michigania office at 
231.582.9191, ideally at least 2 weeks prior to your arrival.  Golf carts will be rented at a rate of 
$75 per week or $15 per day.   
 



Religious Services: 
Information regarding religious services in Petoskey and Boyne City is available at the camp 
office. 
 
Special Occasions 
If you or a member of your family will celebrate a birthday, anniversary, or other special 
occasion at Michigania, the kitchen staff will prepare a special cake if given 24 hours advance 
notice.  Please pick up a request form in the office or the dining hall.  A $7.00 charge per cake 
will be added to your bill. 
 
Bedding: 
Cabin units are equipped with a queen bed and / or bunk beds.  Blankets and pillows are 
furnished by Michigania.  You may wish to bring a sleeping bag, comforter, or electric blanket.  
You may bring your own sheets and pillow cases, or they may be rented from Michigania at a 
fee of $3.00 per set.  No advance order is necessary and the charge will be added to your 
Michigania account.    
Michigania does not provide towels and washcloths. 
 
Ice Machines: 
Ice machines are located:   
 •next to South Camp laundromat 
 •outside North Camp laundromat  
  
Please take only as much ice as you need. 
 
Laundry:  
Laundromats are located in North Camp and South Camp.  Each laundromat has coin-operated 
washing machines and dryers.  To assist in pollution control, low phosphate detergent is 
furnished by Camp.  As a courtesy to others, please remove your clothing as soon as the cycle is 
completed.  Change machines are located in each laundromat. 
 
Lost and Found: 
Check the tables in the center lounge of the Dining Hall.  If the item is not there, please contact 
the office as wallets, watches, cameras, jewelry and other valuable items should be turned in 
there.  Unclaimed items are given to charity 14 days after the end of each week.  If you arrive 
home and realize you are missing an item, please contact Michigania as soon as possible.   
 
Mail and Phone Messages: 
Outgoing mail may be left at the office, placed in the mailbox west of the Education Center, or 
placed in the "outgoing mail" box located outside the store.  Stamps may be purchased in the 
Camp store.  A notice of incoming mail and phone messages is posted on the cafeteria line 
during each meal.  The actual messages or mail are held in the office.  If you are expecting a 
phone call or mail, please check at the office during office hours.  Michigania's telephone 
number is (231) 582-9191.

Please make arrangements to receive your calls on one of these phones.  The telephone located in 
the office is for Michigania business and may be used by campers ONLY in cases of emergency. 
 
Computer and Internet Access 
There are jacks for internet access located on the lower level of the Education Center in the back 
classroom for campers that bring laptop computers.  We ask campers to limit access to 30 
minutes.  Usage will be limited to campers needing access related to their work, or to create 
items for Friday night Keg & Koke (A printer will be available for limited use).   
 
Wireless access is available in the education center for campers with laptop computers with 
wireless connectivity.  A nominal charge of $10 per family per week will be added to your 
account.  Please sign up in the office.  We ask that children not be given computers to bring up 
and “surf the web.” 
 
Readers and Best 
This summer, Readers and Best, Michigania’s camper-led book discussion group, will examine 
Water for Elephants by Sara Gruen.  Thanks to our campers who provided suggestions this year. 
 



THE MICHIGANIA STORY  
Michigania is owned and operated by the Alumni Association of the University of Michigan.  It 
is the home of Michigan alumni camping in the summer, and a variety of educational and 
recreational programs throughout the fall, winter, and spring. 
 
The Alumni Association began its camping program in August 1961.  Two one-week sessions 
for Alumni Association members and their families were offered at the University’s Biological 
Station on Douglas Lake (approximately 45 miles north of Michigania).   
 
The following summer, the Association leased the facilities of two children’s camps during their 
post-camp seasons:  Camp Charlevoix on Lake Charlevoix, and Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood on 
Walloon Lake.  Both camps filled quickly and it became apparent a permanent site was needed. 
 
In the fall of 1962, following an extensive search the Association learned that the owners of 
Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood were retiring and wished to sell their camp.  Assuring  the owners 
that it would continue to operate a camping program on the 377 acre site, the Alumni 
Association purchased Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood in December 1962.   
 
In what can be called a Herculean effort, many alumni and alumnae donated time and materials 
to renovate the camp’s facilities prior to the 1963 season, in order to make them better suited to 
family camping.  The first Memorial Day Work Weekend took place that year with a number of 
committed volunteers lending a hand to prepare camp for the approaching summer season.  (This 
tradition continues today with 75-100 volunteers participating each year.) 
 
The 1963 camp season consisted of ten one-week sessions, each filled to capacity with an 
average of 50 families per week.  In the years since, the popularity of alumni camping has grown 
steadily.  Additional cabins have been built and the season has been extended to eleven weeks to 
allow more alumni, alumnae and their families to attend, with capacity at 100 families per week, 
and a wait list over 100 families. 
 
In 1988, the Alumni Association Board of Directors authorized a fund-raising campaign to 
enhance facilities at Michigania to benefit the summer camping program and create facilities for 
year round experiences.  Gifts generated by the Campaign for the Advancement of Michigania 
Programs (C.A.M.P.) and Alumni Association funds were used to construct the Alumnae 
Council Education Center (named in recognition of the Alumnae Council’s support of the project 
with proceeds from its 1992 and 1993 Birthday Greeting campaigns) and 14 winterized cabins.  
In addition, three new tennis courts were built, the amount and quality of summer staff housing 
was increased, and more than 225 trees and shrubs were planted.  
 



 In September of 1993, an exciting new era of year round programming at Michigania was 
launched.  Alumni and alumnae journeyed to Michigania to participate in a variety of 
educational and recreational endeavors amid the spectacular beauty of northern Michigan in the 
fall, winter, and spring.  The combination of U-M faculty-led forums and seasonal recreational 
activities ensured the success of the new programs.   
 
In addition to Michigania on Walloon Lake, the Alumni Association has operated an alumni 
camping program in upstate New York since 1973.  Using the facilities of Pointe O’Pines, a 
private girls camp, Michigania-East can accommodate approximately 50 families during each of 
its two one-week sessions at the end of August.
