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MICHIGANIA HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

Camp Michigania is owned and operated by the Alumni Association of the University of Michigan. It is the home of Michigan
alumni camping in the summer, and a variety of educational and recreational programs throughout the fall, winter, and spring.

The Alumni Association began its camping program in August 1961. Two one-week sessions for Alumni Association members and
their families were offered at the University’s Biological Station on Douglas Lake (approximately 45 miles north of Michigania).
Response to the new program was enthusiastic.

The following summer, the Association leased the facilities of two children’s camps during their post-camp seasons- Camp
Charlevoix on Lake Charlevoix, and Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood on Walloon Lake. Both camps filled quickly and it became
apparent that if the alumni camping program were to continue and expand, a permanent site was needed.

In the fall of 1962, following an extensive search by a devoted group of volunteers and Association staff, the decision was made to
purchase property on Burt Lake, 25 miles north of Petoskey. A sales agreement was drafted and a deposit paid. However, prior to
completion of the sale, the Association learned that the owners of Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood were retiring and wished to sell their
camp. Assuring the owners that it would continue to operate a camping program on the 377-acre site, the Alumni Association
purchased Camp Huntingdon/Sherwood in December 1962. A down payment was raised through the sale of bonds and the use of
Association investment funds. The balance was financed by a self-liquidating 25-year mortgage to be paid from camper fees.

In what can be called a Herculean effort, many alumni and alumnae donated time and materials to renovate the camp’s facilities prior
to the 1963 season, to make them better suited to family (rather than children’s) camping. The first Memorial Day Work Weekend
took place that year with a number of committed volunteers lending a hand to prepare Michigania for the approaching summer season.
(The Memorial Day Work Weekend is tradition that continues today with 80-100 volunteers participating each year.)

The 1963 camp season consisted of ten one-week sessions, each filled to capacity with an average of 50 families per week. In the
years since then, the popularity of alumni camping has grown steadily. Additional cabins have been built and the season has been
extended to eleven weeks to allow more alumni, alumnae and their families to attend. Now, with a capacity of 100 families per week,
nearly all eleven weeks of summer camp sell out in early January, and more than 100 families are wait-listed each year.

In 1988, the Alumni Association Board of Directors authorized a fund-raising campaign to enhance facilities at Michigania to benefit
the summer camping program and create facilities that would allow programs to be conducted at Michigania the year-round. During
the winters of 1991 and 1992, gifts generated by the Campaign for the Advancement of Michigania Programs (C.A.M.P.) and Alumni
Association funds were used to construct the Alumnae Council Education Center (named in recognition of the Alumnae Council’s
support of the project with proceeds from its 1992 and 1993 Birthday Greeting campaigns) and 14 winterized cabins (each with three
or four residential units). In addition, three new tennis courts were built, the amount and quality of summer staff housing was
increased, more than 225 trees and shrubs were planted, and necessary improvements to Michigania’s utility systems were completed.

In September of 1993, an exciting new era of year-round programming at Michigania was launched. Alumni and alumnae journeyed
to Michigania to participate in a variety of educational and recreational endeavors amid the spectacular beauty of northern Michigan in
the fall, winter, and spring. The combination of U-M faculty led forums and seasonal recreational activities ensured the success of the
new programs. Today, hundreds of alumni, alumnae and their families participate each year.

In addition to Michigania on Walloon Lake, the Alumni Association has operated an alumni camping program in upstate New York
since 1973. Using the facilities of a private camp for girls, Camp Michigania-East can accommodate approximately 50 families
during each of its two one-week sessions at the end of August.



GENERAL INFORMATION

ALCOHOL & DRUG POLICY: Camp Michigania's policy with regard to alcohol and drugs is consistent with state law. In
Michigan, the legal age for purchase, distribution, and consumption of all alcoholic beverages is 21. Those who violate the
law will be held legally responsible for their actions and will be required to forego the balance of their week at Michigania.
In addition, future attendance at Michigania may be denied. Those of age who choose to consume alcoholic beverages while
at Michigania must only do so with proper and lawful regard for the rights and safety of others. It is the responsibility of
those who have alcoholic beverages at Michigania to make certain they are not available to minors at any time. This includes
the responsibility of making certain that all alcoholic beverages are stored securely inside their cabin unit (not in common
rooms, on front porches, or in other areas where they may be within reach of irresponsible hands).

Use, possession, or distribution of illegal drugs is strictly prohibited. Those who violate the law will be held legally
responsible for their actions and will be required to forego the balance of their week at Michigania. In addition, future
attendance at Michigania may be denied.

Due to the hazards associated with broken glass, we request that all beverages brought to Michigania be in recyclable,
aluminum cans.

Please utilize the can recycling bins located throughout camp. Proceeds raised from the returned cans contribute to
improving program areas.

BABY-SITTING:
Baby-sitting Patrol: For your convenience, a baby-sitting patrol is offered Sunday through Friday, 8:45 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.
Two staff members in North Camp and two in South Camp circulate in the cabin areas, checking each cabin every 15-20
minutes until the parents return. A fee of $3.00/hour/family will be assessed and should be paid in cash to the staff members
each evening when you return to your cabin. Sign-up sheets for the baby-sitting patrol are posted in the center lounge of the
Dining Hall.

To be included on the patrol route:
• You must sign up each day, no later than 8:30 p.m.
• Children must be at least five years old
• You must be attending IN-CAMP activities

Private Baby-sitting: Those adults with children younger than 5 years, and/or those wishing to leave Michigania must
arrange to have a private baby-sitter look after their children, including but not limited to bike rides out of camp, going
out to dinner, or other trips where parents leave camp’s property. We suggest you make arrangements with a staff
member early in the week. Hours and wages should be worked out in advance with your sitter.

BEVERAGES:
Coffee and tea are available Sunday through Friday 7:00 a.m. - 9:30 p.m. in the Dining Hall and 8:30 a.m. - 10:30 p.m. in the
Education Center.

Water is available in all program areas. Look for water fountains or thermal jugs of water. The Education Center drink
station also has regular and sugar-free lemonade available. We encourage you and your family to stay well hydrated,
particularly on hot days.

CARS: To insure the safety of all campers, use of vehicles at Michigania is severely restricted. After unloading belongings at the
cabins, campers should park their cars in one of Michigania’s parking lots. Unless authorized by the Administrative Staff,
cars should not be driven in cabin or program areas again until the end of the week. Campers who leave Michigania during
the week should walk to and from the parking lots.

CLEANING SERVICES: Saturday Cleaning Services at Michigania are provided during the summer by GTI Industries, a local
private non profit company which provides employment and training services to persons with disabilities and other barriers to
employment. Daily summer and year round cleaning services are performed by our Michigania housekeeping staff. GTI and
Michigania Housekeeping Staff are always interested in comments which will help us improve all cleaning services at
Michigania.

EMAIL: Camp Michigania has no computers available for camper email access, however there are several high speed connection
ports for those with laptops, located in the lower level of the Education Center. Time is limited to 30 minutes per person.



Internet access is only available for those needing it for business or educational purposes. Wireless service or wired ports are
available in the Education Center for a nominal fee of $10 per family per week. Please sign up at check-in or in the office.

GOLF CARTS: Golf carts are provided to assist those who would otherwise have difficulty traveling around Michigania. The price
for use of a golf cart is $75.00 per week or $15.00 per day, and can be added to your camp account. They are not intended
for use by other family members or friends when the person to whom the cart was issued is not present, nor are they to be
used to transport family or friends to the various camp locations.

PLEASE OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING SAFETY RULES:
1) Except in an emergency, the golf cart is limited to two occupants -- one driver and one passenger. Both
occupants must sit on the seats. Children are prohibited from riding on golf carts unless they are the individual
requiring the cart.
2) Drivers must be at least 16 years of age and must posses a valid driver's license.
3) Avoid excessive speed.
4) Do not leave the key in the cart when the cart is not in use.
5) For those carts in which the ignition key selects the forward and reverse drive ranges, do not leave the ignition on
the "forward" or "reverse" drive position when the key is removed. The carts will operate without the key in the
ignition if the ignition is in the "on" position for either the forward or reverse drive range. Even for those carts in
which a lever is employed to select the forward or reverse drive range the ignition key may be removed when the
ignition is in the "on" position -- thus allowing the cart to be operated without a key.
6) Do not drive up, down or across steep inclines, including Welcome Hill from the Education Center to the Red
Barn.
7) Do not drive across the north camp bridge.
8) Do not drive on the tennis courts.
9) Do not park too near building entrances, on paths or in other areas of heavy pedestrian traffic.
10) PLEASE DRIVE WITH EXTREME CAUTION AT ALL TIMES!

IF THE ABOVE RULES ARE VIOLATED, THE CARTS WILL NO LONGER BE AVAILABLE FOR USE BY THE
OFFENDING DRIVER!

Please return carts to the red barn when they are no longer needed or at the end of the week. Thank you!

RELIGIOUS SERVICES: Information regarding religious services in Petoskey and Boyne City is available at the Michigania
Office.

ICE MACHINES: Ice machines are located in the North and South Camp laundry. Please take only as much ice as you need.

LAUNDRY: Laundromats are located in both north and south camps. Each laundry has coin-operated washing machines and dryers.
As a courtesy to others, please remove your clothing as soon as the cycle is completed. Cycle times are posted near the
machines. Low phosphate detergent is furnished by Michigania. Change machines are available in each Laundromat.

LOST AND FOUND: Lost and found tables are located in the center lounge of the Dining Hall. If you have lost an
item, check those tables before proceeding to the office to fill out a lost item form. If you find an item,
place it on the tables so it can be claimed by its owner. Valuable items such as wallets, cameras watches, jewelry, etc. should
be turned in or claimed at the Office. Email regarding lost items can be sent to:
rdebra@umich.edu. All unclaimed lost and found items will be donated after September 30.

MAIL AND PHONE MESSAGES: Outgoing mail may be left at the Office, outside the store, or in the mailbox west of the
Education Center. Stamps may be purchased in the Camp store. A notice of incoming mail and phone messages will be posted on the
cafeteria line and in the Dining Hall center lounge white board during each meal. The actual messages or mail will be held in the
Office. If you are expecting a phone call or mail, please check at the Office during office hours. Camp Michigania's telephone
number is (231) 582-9191.

MAINTENANCE: Please report any maintenance problems to the office, or the red barn.



NEWSPAPERS: Newspapers may be purchased in the Camp store. WE RECYCLE NEWSPAPERS! When you are finished
reading, drop off your papers at one of the recycling stations (located in the North and South Laundries, Arts and Crafts or Nature).

SMOKING: Because of the serious dangers associated with fire, we ask all campers to be especially careful with matches, cigarettes

and other flammable materials. SMOKING IS PROHIBITED except for in designated areas. Those areas are the hill to the west
of the Education Center and the Staff parking lot to the west of the dumpsters.

TELEPHONES: We have a phone available for camper use located in the back classroom in the Education
Center. The telephone located in the office is for Michigania business and may be used by campers ONLY in an emergency.

TRASH and RECYCLING: It is the responsibility of all who enjoy Michigania’s facility to help maintain its beauty. Please insure
that your trash is placed in proper receptacles in your cabin and throughout camp. Help us by picking up any litter you may see. Take
advantage of the can, plastic bottle, and paper/newspaper recycling bins.

VALUABLES: Guests may check valuables at the Michigania Office where they will be locked in a safe. Items may be claimed any
time during regular office hours.

MICHIGANIA OFFICE

HOURS: 8:00 - 11:45 a.m.
12:45 - 10:30 p.m.

The Michigania office is located in the Alumnae Council Education Center, on the crest of Welcome Hill. Please visit the office if
you need medical attention and the infirmary is closed; would like to report a maintenance problem; need general assistance; have
questions on your account; or to claim mail or telephone messages.

MEALS

DINING HALL HOURS: Breakfast: 7:45 – 9:00 a.m.
Lunch: 12:00 - 1:15 p.m.
Dinner: 5:30 - 7:00 p.m.

The bell atop the Dining Hall rings three times each day announcing the opening of the cafeteria line.

We would appreciate it if families would go through the cafeteria line together so that parents can help their children take
only what they will eat. We also ask that everyone take their tray to the designated area following each meal. Please do not
remove eating utensils from the Dining Hall. Disposable cups are available if you wish to take beverages with you following
a meal.

LUNCH SERVICE: In addition to the service in the Dining Hall, grill items and other lunch items will be available at the
Swimming Area from 11:45am-1:15pm.

ENHANCED KIDS CORNER. During lunch and dinner, come to the northeast corner of the dining hall to pick up food
especially for kids. No more negotiating what to eat while standing in the long line!

GUEST MEAL TICKETS: Friends who visit you at Michigania are welcome to dine with you, but must purchase a meal
ticket at the Camp store. Meal tickets may be paid for by check, or added to your Camp account. Breakfast is $5 / person,
Lunch and Dinner $7.50 / person.

BIRTHDAYS, ANNIVERSARIES, ETC. If you or a member of your family will celebrate a birthday, anniversary or other
special occasion at Michigania, the kitchen staff will prepare a special cake for the occasion if given 24 hours advance notice.
A fee of $7.00for a 9 inch round, $12.00 for a half sheet cake or $15.00 for full sheet cake, will be charged to your account.

IF YOU HAVE SPECIAL DIETARY NEEDS OR FOOD ALLERGIES, please see Jeff Sisson, our Food Service
Director, upon your arrival, and he’ll work with you to make sure you have a great mealtime experience at Camp.



NUT ALLERGIES: Camp Michigania is not a nut free facility. However, to ensure that all campers have a safe and wonderful
mealtime experience please contact Jeff Sisson our Food Service Director upon your arrival and notify him of any nut allergies. We

will have nut free products onsite, but please make sure to check in with Jeff upon arrival to discuss any additional needs, and feel free
to ask to see any labels.

Coffee is available in the Education Center Sunday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. - 10:30 p.m. (Camp Time), and in
the Dining Hall from 6:00 a.m.until 7:30 p.m.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES
FIRE:
Pressurized water fire extinguishers are located in each cabin. They may be used to extinguish small non-electrical fires only.

In the event of a larger fire:
(1) MAKE CERTAIN ALL PERSONS ARE SAFE
(2) Immediately notify a staff member and emergency assistance will be summoned.

Discharging fire extinguishers in non-emergency situations is illegal and can be very dangerous. Please check the
extinguisher on your cabin and notify the office if the pressure indicator is not in the “charged” area.

TORNADO:
A continuous ringing of the dining hall bell at any time other than the start of meals is the signal for a tornado warning.

Please do not ring the Dining Hall bell unless asked by a staff member.

In the event of a tornado warning, please take shelter immediately in one of the following areas:
• Lower level of the Education Center
• Lower level of the Nature Center
• In cabins (stay in interior hallways, on floors under bunks or desks, or in shower stall)

INFIRMARY

HOURS: Sunday-Friday*: 8:30 - 9:30 a.m.
12:30 - 1:30 p.m.

6:00 - 7:00 p.m.

The Michigania infirmary is located in the lower level of the Education Center. The nurse will be in the infirmary during posted hours
and is on-call at all other times.
*The infirmary is closed Monday mornings due to CPR training.

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY DURING THE DAY, report to the office and the nurse will be notified.

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY DURING THE NIGHT, go to the Director’s house (located in the grey house by the North Camp
parking lot) or the Associate Director’s house (located on the top level of the Nature Center) for assistance.

The Urgent Care Clinic, Quick Care Clinic, and emergency room of Northern Michigan Hospital are within a half-hour drive of
Michigania. Michigania’s nurse is familiar with procedures at these facilities. Directions to these facilities are listed below.

We ask that all campers familiarize themselves with Michigania’s safety rules to help minimize the potential for accidents. The rules
have been established for the safety and well being of all.

SPECIAL MEDICATIONS: In general, adult campers are responsible for administration of medication to themselves and their
children. Michigania maintains small quantities of medication and medical supplies for use by campers until they can purchase their
own. The nurse can direct you to one of several pharmacies in Boyne City and Petoskey where prescriptions can be filled.
Medications needing refrigeration may be stored in the infirmary refrigerator. Please check at the office if the infirmary is closed.

Directions to Urgent Care Clinic—1890 US 131 South, Petoskey (231-487-2000): From the camp gate, bear left 1 mile down Camp
Sherwood Rd, then turn right onto Camp Daggett Road. Take Camp Daggett Road until it ends at US 31. Turn Right, and head north
on US 31. At the first stoplight in Petoskey, turn right onto US 131 South and go 2 miles. Urgent Care will be on the right



Directions to Quick Care Clinic--116 W. Mitchell, Petoskey (231-348-2828): From the camp gate, bear left 1 mile down Camp
Sherwood Rd, then turn right onto Camp Daggett Road. Take Camp Daggett Road until it ends at US 31. Turn Right, and head north
on US 31. At the first stoplight in Petoskey, follow US 31 by turning left. Quick Care will be down .5 miles on the left.

Directions to Northern Michigan Hospital—416 Connable, Petoskey (231-487-4520): From the camp gate, bear left 1 mile down
Camp Sherwood Rd, then turn right onto Camp Daggett Road. Take Camp Daggett Road until it ends at US 31. Turn Right, and head
north on US 31. At the first stoplight in Petoskey, follow US 31 by turning left. NMH will be on your left within a quarter mile.
Follow the signs to the Emergency Room.

In the north end of the Dining Hall, the store sells Michigania clothing, books, ice cream, candy, incidentals, and a variety of other
items.

Please note: Food items (including candy and ice cream) will not be available during morning store hours.

The Camp Store is cash-free, so items may be paid for by check, or charged against your account. You may establish a policy with
your family, limiting daily charges, with the store staff. Please note: the store will only accept checks or credit already placed on your
store account after 2:00pm on Friday. You may place a credit on your account at the store prior to 2 PM Friday, or when you check out
on Friday evening, so that you may purchase items on Friday night or Saturday morning. Unused credit will not be refunded.

GUEST MEAL TICKETS: Meal tickets for Camp visitors may be purchased at the store, added to your account or paid by check.

RECONCILIATION OF ACCOUNTS:

On Friday afternoon, all program area and store charges are totaled in the Michigania office. A table will be set up on the Dining Hall
porch between 5:30 and 7:00 p.m. where you may settle your account. (If you must leave Michigania prior to Friday check out, please
notify the staff in the Office as soon as possible.) Credit cards will be accepted for all charges incurred at camp, however, we will
only accept cash or checks for registration fees. Records of charges from each area will be available for you to review. We ask that
you keep in mind that all families are expected to pay their charges between 5:30 and 7:00 p.m. Friday. We encourage discussion with
family members at the beginning of the week regarding how much each person may charges to avoid surprises on Friday.
Guest Charges: If you have friends or relatives staying with you, their charges will be included with yours unless you make
other arrangements at the Office at the start of the week. For questions concerning your account, please see the office staff.



PROGRAMS

A general description of programs follows. Morning class schedules and information regarding special events can be found in your
Blue Book, distributed at check in, and on the posters and whiteboard in the center lounge of the Dining Hall. Any schedule changes
will be noted on the whiteboard. Schedules printed in this manual are subject to change, so please consult your Blue Book for
specific times of events.

7, 8, 9 Year Old Programs

7, 8, and 9 year olds get to experience Camp in more independent ways. For morning classes, 7, 8, 9’s should meet their group at their
first class location (found in the bluebook). A dedicated staff member will guide the group between classes, but parents should talk
with their kids about what to do when the third class ends at 11:45. Often parents ask their kids to meet them at their cabin, for lunch
at the beach, or at the Dining Hall.

ARCHERY

TARGET RANGE: The archery target range is open daily, 8:45-11:45 a.m., for scheduled classes only. Classes cover basic archery
skills and safety. Each afternoon, 1:30-4:45, the range is open and campers seven years and older (or entering 2nd grade) are
welcome to shoot. Children under seven may shoot only during designated times and if accompanied by an adult. An adults-
only archery lesson is scheduled Sunday, 1:30-2:30 p.m. (In the event of rain, the lesson will be Monday at 1:30 p.m.)
Additionally, the target range is open from 6:30-8:00pm on Monday evening for all campers, and 6:30-8:00pm on Tuesday
evening for adults.

FIELD ARCHERY RANGE: To shoot on the field range, archers 12 years and older must be able to hit a target at 20 yards with
five consecutive shots. Archers ages seven (or entering 2nd grade) to 12 years old must be able to hit a target at 15 yards with
five consecutive shots and must be accompanied by an adult. The field archery range is open Sunday, 2:30-4:45 p.m, Sunday-
Friday mornings from 8:45-11:45 a.m., Tuesday and Thursday afternoons from 1:30-4:45, and Friday afternoon from 1:30-
3:00. In order to complete shooting before the range closes, plan to arrive no later than 11:00 a.m. or 4:00 p.m., or 2:15 on
Friday.

SIGNUP PROCEDURES
Check the schedule to be sure that Archery is open for your

age group—otherwise, no sign-ups are necessary.

BOATING

CHILDREN’S CLASSES: Every morning, children’s classes are held according to the schedule in the Blue Book. Generally, if
there is wind, children will sail on an Ensign. If there is insufficient wind for sailing, canoeing and other activities are
organized based on the weather and the size and skill level of the group.

OPEN SAILING: Monday through Friday 8:45 a.m.-11:30 a.m., and 1:30 p.m.-4:30 p.m. In addition, all beach boats, canoes, kayaks
and rowboats are available on a first come, first serve basis Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday evenings, 6:30-8:00.

SIGN-UP SHEETS: Sign-up sheets for boats, lessons, and Ensign and pontoon boat rides will be posted in the boathouse daily at
8:45 a.m. for the following day.

SAILING LESSONS: Sailing instruction at Michigania is available on four levels: Beginning, Butterfly, Centerboard, and Keelboat
lessons. In addition, lessons in Hobie sailing and windsurfing are also available.

• Beginner/Introduction to Sailing - Designed for campers 13 years and older with minimal sailing experience, this lesson
will familiarize the student with the basics of sailing and provide hands-on experience in a staff-supervised setting. No
rating is earned.

SIGNUP PROCEDURES
Sign-up sheets are posted in the Boathouse at 8:45am Sunday for

Sunday and Monday’s boating sessions. Each day after that, sign-ups
are posted at 8:45 for the following day.



• Intermediate/Butterfly - Designed for campers 13 years and older with beginner-level sailing knowledge, this lesson gets
students sailing on their own in our smallest boats (butterflies). The “Butterfly” rating is earned upon completion.

• Advanced Intermediate/Centerboard - This lesson is offered for sailors 16 years and older with a “Butterfly” rating. The
basics of sailing our Flying Scots and smaller moored boats is covered and students will learn to rig and sail them. The
“Skipper” rating is earned upon completion.

• Advanced/Keelboat - Offered for proficient sailors with “Skipper” Rating of our moored boats, this lesson focuses on the
additional knowledge required to rig and sail the Ensigns, our largest, keeled boats, and provides a good deal of practice on
the water. The “Admiral” rating is earned upon completion.

•Walloon Lesson – Come learn to sail a boat that was built for Walloon Lake. “Admiral” rating is required to sign up for
this lesson.

HOBIE SAILING: To use Michigania’s Hobies, campers must take a Hobie check-out or a Hobie lesson.

• Hobie Check-Out - Hobie check outs are offered for campers 18 years and older who have earned their "Skipper" rating
and are familiar with Hobie sailing.

• Hobie Lessons - Hobie lessons are offered for campers at least 18 years and older who have earned their "skipper" rating
and are interested in learning to sail a Hobie. Lessons take one hour and cover how to rig a Hobie Cat, and the differences
between sailing a Hobie and sailing other boats.

WINDSURFING: Several windsurfers are available for use throughout the week. If you already know how to windsurf you can take
out a windsurfer during “open windsurfing.” Lessons are also available for those who would like to learn how to windsurf.

• Open Windsurfing - Michigania’s windsurfers are available on a first come, first serve basis, any time during daytime
open sailing that they are not being used for windsurfing lessons. Evening windsurfing is not permitted due to the limited
number of staff on duty.

• Windsurfing Lessons - Windsurfing lessons are offered for campers who have earned a “Butterfly” rating and are 16 years
of age or older. Lessons last approximately two hours, beginning with a dry simulator and advancing to the waters of
Walloon.

“BUTTERFLY” CHECK-OUTS: Campers interested in sailing beginning boats such as Butterflies or Laser must first pass a
“Butterfly” level check out.

“SKIPPER” CHECK-OUTS: Campers interested in sailing intermediate boats such as Flying Scots, must first pass a “Skipper”
level check-out. The skipper check out consists of a written exam and being able to demonstrate controlled sailing in front of
a member of the boating staff.

REGATTAS: The Camp Michigania Classic Regattas are held Thursday afternoon (Heat #1 from 1:30-3:00 p.m. and/or Heat #2,
3:00-4:30 p.m.) The regattas are open to all campers, provided they have the necessary rating to sail the desired boat. In
order to participate in one or both of the regattas campers must attend the Boat Draw on Thursday, 9:00a.m.-9:30 a.m. on
the boating beach.

FUN REGATTA: The Fun Regatta is held on Friday afternoon at 1:30. The Boating staff provides unique and exciting courses for
racing with a twist. Boats are assigned.

ENSIGN RIDES: Tours of Walloon Lake aboard one of Michigania’s Ensign sail boats are offered for campers sixteen years and
older, Monday through Friday at 1:30 and 3:00 p.m. Campers are welcome to bring snacks and non-alcoholic beverages.
Please dress appropriately for the weather. On windy days the lake is about 10 degrees cooler than the land, and on calm
days, the lake is about 10 degrees warmer than the land. Space is limited to 8 passengers per ride.

SAILING EXCURSION: An opportunity for campers with an Admiral rating to take centerboard boats and keelboats to sail outside
of the normal Michigania boating boundaries. If the weather and wind conditions are perfect, these boats will be allowed out
of bounds with a boating staff member on a rescue boat.

PONTOON BOAT RIDES: Adults, ages 18 years and older, are invited to cruise Walloon Lake aboard our pontoon boat. Cruises
are offered Monday, Tuesday and Thursday evenings at 6:45 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.



CANOES AND ROWBOATS are available for use Monday through Friday, 8:45 a.m. -11:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m.-4:30 p.m.; and
Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday evenings from 6:30 p.m.-8:00 p.m. Rowboats may be used at other times during daylight
hours with advance permission of a boating staff member.

KAYAKS: Kayak excursions will be offered throughout the week. Kayaks are also available for use whenever boating is open
(including Monday, Tuesday & Thursday evenings from 6:30 – 8:00pm) and they are not being used for the excursions.
Please check with a staffer before using the kayaks to see that they are not reserved for a lesson. The kayak boundaries are
the same as the canoe boundaries.

Boating Safety Rules
It is the responsibility of those who use Michigania-owned vessels to comply with Michigan State law and Michigania's rules
and policies.

LIFE JACKETS:
¶ All campers must wear a life jacket in any Michigania-owned boat.
¶ 0-9 year-olds must wear a life jacket when on the boat docks.

Michigan law requires that one life jacket per person be on board every boat. The sheriff patrols the lake regularly and
will not hesitate to give you a ticket if you violate this law. Michigania’s life jackets are for everyone's use. Please return
them to the boathouse when you are finished.

SWIMMING/ WADING:
Swimming and/or wading in the boating area are prohibited. Please use the swimming area, during open hours, for
swimming and wading.

SIGNAL FLAGS: Located on the flagpole next to the boathouse
¶ GREEN indicates that the boating area is open.
¶ YELLOW indicates abnormal conditions and restricted sailing (check with staff for details)
¶ RED indicates the boating area is closed due to normal schedule or hazardous weather conditions. Please bring your

boat in immediately.

PRIVATE BOATS/WATERCRAFT:
Small boats may be launched at Michigania’s boating area. Larger boats may be launched at the Sumner Road public access.
Private boat owners are expected and required to:

¶ Register their boats/watercraft with a boating staff member.
¶ Not make a wake within 100 feet of a sailboat.
¶ Not make a wake within 100 feet of the mooring area.

NAMETAGS:
Please leave your nametag on the appropriate hook in the boathouse so that if staff needs to reach you, they can locate you on
the water.

BOATING BOUNDARIES (for Michigania-owned boats)
Canoes, Kayaks & Rowboats: within 100 feet off shore and within view of boat docks.

Sailboats and Windsurfers: Generally, within view of the boat docks. Specifically:
To the North: Do not go through the narrows.
Lily Pad Bay: Do not go so far into Lily Pad Bay that you cannot see the boat dock.
To the Southeast: Do not cross the imaginary line between the yellow boathouse on the east shore and

Sumner Road.

HIGH ROPES COURSE

• If your child cries when you drop him/her off, please let a staff member interest him/her in an activity. We will reassure

the child and explain that you will be back later.
• Sorry -- 3-4’s do not have diaper changing facilities.
• PLEASE pick up your child at or before closing times (11:45 a.m. and 4:45 p.m.).



5-6’s
The 5-6 year olds meet at the flagpole every day at 8:30 a.m. and 1:15 p.m. Staff members remain with the children at all times and
escort them from one program area to another for morning classes.

Children should be picked up promptly at 11:45 a.m. and at 3:00 p.m. at the flagpole, and must be signed out by a parent/adult
guardian. On Sunday, if you feel that your child can be left on his/her own at the end of the morning or afternoon session, please ask a
staff member to mark an "H" (for "Home") on the back of your child's nametag. This will indicate that the child is permitted to leave
the group alone at the end of the day. Otherwise, staff members will remain with the children until they are picked up. Please send a
snack with your child if you would like him/her to have one during the day.
NOTE: Children should be dropped off and picked up at the flagpole except on Friday. Friday mornings they should be picked up
from the Unicorn in front of Arts & Crafts, and Friday afternoon at the flagpole at 2:45 p.m. for the awards ceremony, which
you’re invited to attend, and runs from 2:45 - 3.

(10-12 years)
All pre-teens (10-12 years) are invited to meet in the North Lounge of the Dining Hall building (outside the Store) Saturday evening,
to get acquainted and discuss the week's activities. Activities may include games, capture the flag, a hayride, and talent show. Pre-
teen activities are scheduled each evening from 8:30 p.m. until 10:00 p.m. Staff supervision of pre-teens ends each evening at
10:00 p.m, and staff will walk pre-teens back to their area of camp.

RIDING

Camp Michigania's riding program is designed to offer individuals a chance to experience the enjoyment of being on horseback. Our
primary concern is for the safety and overall enjoyment of our riders. While some may feel Camp's riding rules are restrictive,
we assure you they were established to insure the safety of all. Your understanding and cooperation will help make our program a
safe and fun one.

RIDING ATTIRE: Please wear comfortable slacks or jeans, and hard-heeled boots or sturdy well-fitting shoes (absolutely no
sandals or bare feet; tennis shoes are permissible). Nametags should be placed on the fence hook before mounting a
horse. To ensure the safety of those who ride, safety helmets are required, and provided by Camp, including disposable
hair nets.

LEVELS OF ACHIEVEMENT:
A “BLUE PONY” rider is one who the riding staff believes capable of handling a horse at a walk. The rider should be able
to pass a basic “start, steer, and stop” test. A Blue Pony does not allow the camper to ride on trails.

A “GOLD PONY” is the next step up from a blue pony, indicating that the rider has trotted, but is not yet ready for a “Blue
M”. Please note, the pony awards are aimed at younger children.



A “BLUE-M” rider is 8 years of age or older and one who the riding staff believes capable of handling a horse at a walk and
a trot. To earn a Blue-M, a rider must be able to control their horse at a walk and trot, including circling, halting, and
reversing, while maintaining a reasonable seat. A Blue-M enables the rider to go on walking trail rides.

A “GOLD-M” rider is 8 years of age or older one who the riding staff believes capable of handling their horse at a walk,
trot, and canter, while maintaining a reasonable seat. The requirements for attaining this level are rigorous, and not everyone
receives a Gold-M. Our goal is to maintain the highest standards of rider safety. A Gold-M enables the rider to go on trail
rides that include both walking and trotting.

CLASSES and SPECIAL EVENTS:
Morning Classes (depending on the age group involved) cover the basics of horseback riding. On the rare occasions when

we cannot ride (i.e. inclement weather), the children will meet at the stable for lessons on horsemanship including
grooming, care, and feeding, etc. No advance sign-up is required for morning classes for children.

Open Riding: Afternoon riding, for ages seven and older, is divided into two categories: (1) trail rides for those with
Blue/Gold-Ms, and (2) ring instruction. These one-hour sessions are offered twice each every afternoon. Please
check the Bluebook and at Riding for specific schedule and the specific lessons offered. Riders should be at the barn
ten minutes before the scheduled ride. If riders are not present when the horses are assigned, they may forfeit their
ride.

Trail Rides: Trail rides are offered for those who have earned a Blue or Gold-M. Nametags should be placed on the fence
hook before the trail ride. We have found that returning campers benefit from a refresher lesson. Therefore, all
campers are required to earn their Blue/Gold-Ms each year. Blue-M trail rides are walking rides. Gold-M trail
rides include both walking and trotting. Cantering is not permitted on any trail rides.

Adult Check-Out: (Sunday only, 10:45am): For those who have completed the basics of horsemanship, a check-out will be
conducted on Sunday at 10.45am. This is the only time for such a checkout.

Adult Trail Ride: This is similar to other trail rides, but reserved for adults only with Blue/Gold-Ms. Sign-up will be done
upon arrival at 10:45 a.m. on Wednesday. No check-outs available.

Lead Line: (Sunday and Tuesday, starting at 3:40 p.m.) Lead line provides an opportunity for 3-6 year olds to ride a horse
led around the ring by a parent or other adult. All children must be accompanied by a parent or other adult.
Adults must wear closed-toe shoes (absolutely no sandals or bare feet permitted). No advance sign-up is required.

Steak Ride: (Adults only, Monday, 5:00-7:30 p.m.) This is a walking trail ride, requiring a Blue or Gold-M. This includes
a stop for a steak, chicken or veggie burger dinner along the trail. Advanced sign-up is required. We ask that you
sign up only yourself and/or your spouse for this ride. Riders who cancel from the Steak Ride after 12:00 p.m.
Monday will be assessed the full fee, unless a substitute rider can be found. Please be prompt!

To participate in the Steak Ride you must be an adult who has earned at least a Blue M rating. Competent riders
may take a skills test to earn their Blue M during the Adult check-outs at 10:45 a.m. on Sunday. Check outs can not
be conducted at any other time. If you miss the check out you may sign up for a lesson.

LESSON DESCRIPTIONS:
7 Year Old Lesson: Concentrates on basic riding skills as well as incorporating fun and games to horseback riding.

8-12 Year Old Lesson: Open to children 8-12 years of age. Concentrates on basic riding skills with an emphasis on what is
needed to receive a Blue or Gold M.

Beginner Lesson: Open to all rider 8 years of age or older. Intended for those that have not ridden before or have limited
experience.

Intermediate Lesson: Open to all rider 8 years of age or older. Intended for those that have ridden before and have attained a
BLUE or GOLD M at Camp in the past.

Teen Lesson: Open to all 13 years and older. Concentrates on basic riding skills with an emphasis on what is needed to receive a
Blue or Gold M.



Beginner Adult Lesson: Open to Adults, and intended for those that have not ridden before or have limited experience.

Intermediate Adult Lesson: Open to all Adults. Intended for those that have ridden before and have attained a BLUE or
GOLD M at Camp in the past.

Intermediate-Advanced Lesson: Open to all rider 8 years of age or older WHO HAVE HAD A GOLD M IN THE PAST.
Focuses on the skills required to receive a Gold M.

Advanced Lesson: Open to all those who are 8 years and older and CURRENTLY HAVE A GOLD M. Emphasizes skills
beyond what is needed for a Gold M and explore more advanced skills.

Drill Team Lesson: Open to all rider 13 years of age or older who CURRENTLY HAVE A GOLD M. Allows riders to
partake in Drill Team exercises on horseback. Please ask any riding staffer for more information.

Fun and Games Lesson: Open to all 7-12 year olds without BLUE OR GOLD M’s. Includes games and fun activities on
horseback.

SIGN-UP PROCEDURE: In an attempt to give everyone who is interested a chance to ride, campers are permitted to sign up
themselves and one additional person for one lesson/ride at a time. They must return to the end of the line if they wish to
sign up for a second lesson/ride. In order to allow for all campers to have an opportunity to ride, campers may only
ride once each afternoon, unless there is space available after all campers have signed up.

RIDING HELPERS: Interested campers age 12 and up are invited to spend some extra time with the riding staff and horses.
Campers will have an opportunity to learn more about horses by assisting the riding staff in many aspects of horse care,
including grooming, feeding, watering, and leading. Interested campers should meet at Riding at 7:45 a.m. Sunday morning
for an orientation. Please note, only those aged 12 and older will be able to participate in the full range of activities, but
those under the age of 12 are still welcome to come and help with activities that are age-appropriate and safe.

CANCELLATIONS: In weather conditions, the riding area will be partially or completely closed to protect the safety of the riders
and the horses. Such conditions include extreme heat, heavy rain, thunder, lightning, and high winds. We will offer alternative
scheduling in cases of extreme weather whenever possible, and will post this information on the white board in the dining hall.

We ask your cooperation in not talking to or otherwise distracting those participating in a riding lesson. Each rider's
attention should be focused on his or her horse and instructor.

When driving past a trail ride, please DO NOT honk your horn or stop your car. Loud noises and unfamiliar objects can
frighten the horses and distract the riders. Thank you for driving slowly.

ENTERING THE STALL AREA WITHOUT STAFF SUPERVISION IS PROHIBITED!

TO ENSURE THE SAFETY OF RIDERS, ASSIGNMENT OF HORSES IS AT THE DISCRETION OF STAFF MEMBERS.

THE HORSE PASTURE IS SURROUNDED BY AN ELECTRIC FENCE THAT SHOULD NOT BE TOUCHED. FOR
CAMPER AND HORSE SAFETY, WE ASK THAT YOU DO NOT ENTER THE PASTURE OR FEED THE HORSES.



RIFLERY

Michigania’s rifle range is equipped with .22 caliber rifles and 12 and 20 gauge shotguns. All handguns and firearms of different
caliber are prohibited. All semi-automatic firearms are prohibited. Campers who wish to bring their own .22 caliber rifles and/or
12 and 20 gauge shotguns are required to check in their firearms and ammunition at the office upon arrival at Michigania. The guns
and ammunition will be available for use during regularly scheduled periods.

SAFETY RULES: RANGE RULES ARE DESIGNED, MOST IMPORTANTLY, FOR SAFETY. THEREFORE, THEY
MUST BE STRICTLY OBEYED.

• CAMPERS MUST CHECK ALL PERSONAL FIREARMS AT THE OFFICE UPON ARRIVAL
SATURDAY!! All Firearms will be locked in the riflery blockhouse Sunday morning and will be available for
use only during scheduled periods.

• ALL SHOOTERS ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR EYE AND EAR PROTECTORS.

• VISITING THE RANGES WHEN THEY ARE CLOSED IS PROHIBITED.

• DO NOT HANDLE CLAY PIGEON FRAGMENTS.

MORNING CLASSES: 8:45-11:45 a.m. - Open for scheduled classes (Times listed in your Blue Book). Instruction in safety and
shooting techniques will be stressed during these sessions. Please note children are charged for morning riflery sessions.

RIFLE LESSONS: Sunday: Child 1:30 - 2:30
Adult 2:30 - 3:30

Thursday: All age 1:30 - 2:30
All beginners are strongly encouraged to attend a lesson before coming to an open shooting period.

AFTERNOON OPEN SHOOTING: Campers can use this time for individual rifle and shotgun target practice and recreation.
Campers must be 8 years or older to shoot rifles, and 16 years or older to shoot trap. Shotgun demonstration and instruction
is provided for the trap & skeet range. Both ranges will be closed during periods of significant rain to protect the guns.

SWIMMING

OPEN SWIMMING: The swimming area is open daily from 11:45 a.m.- 5:15 p.m except for Sundays when swimming is open
from 12:45-5:15.

MORNING CLASSES: Classes include aquatic games and activities that challenge and entertain children of
different swimming abilities. The activities are designed to include all the children in the class regardless
of ability. During inclement weather, alternate land games will be scheduled.

AFTERNOON SWIM LESSONS: We suggest children sign up for instruction on Sunday and plan to attend regularly Sunday
through Thursday in order to get the most out of the lessons. Sign up sheets will be posted outside the Swimming office.

BEGINNING SWIMMER INSTRUCTION: will be offered Sunday through Thursday at 3:00 p.m. for those children not yet
at ease in the water. This class will help to introduce them to the water with instruction and games.

INTERMEDIATE LEVEL SWIM LESSON: This lesson is for children (usually over 6 years of age) who would like to
improve on their basic strokes. The class is held Sunday through Thursday at 2:30pm. Children should be comfortable with
the front and back crawl and placing their face in the water.

ADVANCED LEVEL SWIM LESSON: These classes are for children who would like to improve their front and/or back
crawl. This class can improve breaststroke, butterfly, and diving skills if desired. To take an advanced lesson a child must be
comfortable placing their face in the water. The classes will be held Sunday through Thursday at 2:00pm. Sign-up sheets will
be posted outside the swimming office.

INSTRUCTION FOR TEENS AND ADULTS: Teens and adults do not have scheduled swimming lessons. However, if you
are interested in swimming instruction, we will be more than happy to work with you. Such assistance could include
competitive swimming strokes, water treading, or flip turns, depending on the interest of the individual.

SWIM AND STAY FIT: One lane will be open each morning, 8:45-11:45, for adults only wishing to swim lengths.
One length = 35 yards, 44 lengths = 1 mile.

TESTING:

¶ To enter into the second swimming area, children must demonstrate an ability to swim the distance between the two
swimming docks without stopping. Children under 5 years of age must be accompanied by an adult.

¶ To swim in the raft area, swimmers must swim two lengths (one length of front crawl and one of back crawl) non-stop
between the swimming docks, with good, strong strokes. Children must be at least 7 years of age to take the “Fish” test.

SAFETY:

While swimming and other water activities may be fun, there are hazards associated with the water. We ask your cooperation in using
common sense and following the lifeguard’s commands when in the water. The swimming area rules have been established to insure
the safety of all.

NO SWIMMING ALLOWED WHEN THE AREA IS CLOSED!!
DO NOT ENTER THE WATER UNLESS A LIFEGUARD IS ON DUTY.



LIFEGUARD SIGNALS: In a safe swimming area, all swimmers should be familiar with
the guard's signals. They are as follows:

3 short blasts: EMERGENCY! - Clear the water immediately!

1 short blast: REPRIMAND

1 long blast: AREA CLOSED - Please clear the water.
