®The Hague & the Mauritshuis. See top sites
including the Binnenhof, the center of Dutch
politics, and the Peace Palace, on a scenic
tour.

*Old Delft & the Porcelain Factory. Take
a guided stroll in Delft’s old town, then tour
the Royal Delft Porcelain Factory, founded
in 1653. Watch a master artisan hand-paint
the famous blue-and-white pottery and view
a fine collection of antique Delft earthenware.

Gouda cheese, Gouda
